The rules of the challenge are 
simple:  
 
Thou shalt not pray for your-

self! (thatôs right) 
Thou shalt not use the words 

ñmeò, ñmineò, ñmyselfò, nor 
any non -modern -English 
language translations 
thereof, nor any derivatives 
of the words thereof (e.g. 

ñme-selfò, etc.) in your 
prayers!  

Thou shalt not pray indirectly 
for yourself (e.g. in third 
person).  

Thou shalt not pray for your 
own academic affairs.   

 
This is a challenge where you 
rely on othersô praying for you 
and it works best in BDGs or 

even discipleship groups.  You 
and your prayer partner(s) 

should meet the day before 
you guys wish to start the 
challenge and share with each 
other your personal requests. 
So, suppose Kevin Low and I 
were prayer partners.  Weôre 
gutsy 20+ year -olds, so we 

decide to take on this chal-
lenge starting this Sunday.  So, 
on Saturday, weôd get together 
and discuss each othersô con-
cerns.  Maybe for Kevin, there 
are 5 exams, one every day of 
the week, but for me, I have a 

presentation to do in front of a 
few executives.  So, for that 
week, I will NOT pray that I will 
present well in front of the 
CEO.  Kevin will do that in-
stead.  Kevin himself will NOT 

pray for his exams, or even 
utter the word ñexamò in his 
prayers.  He will pray for my 
presentation!  Now, if say 
Kevinôs exams are postponed, 
then itôs his responsibility to 
call or email me of the change,  

 

and update me (if necessary) 
of other requests.  Note: the 
more information you give your 
prayer partner, the more de-
tailed his/her prayers will be.   
 
As one church, we are called to 

care for each other, even in 
prayer.  I think many times our 

natural instinct is to pray for 
ourselves first, and then others 
if we remember.  If our prayers 
are always self -centered, then 
the beauty and significance is 

diminished.  So if anything, 
this challenge allows you to 
understand the importance of 
prayer firsthand.  Furthermore, 
it teaches us one important 
facet of being united in Christ: 
trusting each other and relying 

on each other.  Ultimately it 
draws us together and allows 
us to not only be accountable 
to each other, but also draws 

each one of us closer to Christ.   
 

So give it a go!  If you have 
questions, you should approach 
your prayer doulos people, who 
will know what to do. In the 
meantime, I would treasure 
the opportunity to pray for any 
of you, so just drop me an 

email!  I will share with you all 
another major event the next 
WCAC Code issue.

Five Score and Seven Years Ago  [Album Re-
view]  

 Score and Seven Years Ago is arguably 
the most popular album of Relient K, selling 

more than 64,000 copies the first week it was 
released. The most awesome thing about this 
album is that it is JAM - PACKED  with Christian 
themes and lyrics. Combined with its thousands 
of sales, the album is, in itself, an effective out-

reach tool!  
  Ok, back to the review. Titles such as, 

ñI Need You,ò ñForgiven,ò and ñDeathbedò all 
have very noticeable Christian lyrics. The rest of 
the album follows with slight Christian connota-
tions and themes. Contrasting from Relient Kôs 
previous album, Mmhmm , this album does not 
follow the traditional ñChristian punkò genre, but 

rather focuses more in the genre of light rock 
featuring much acoustics. All of the albumôs 
pieces feature piano scores combined with out-
standing vocals. It is clear that the band itself 
has matured spiritually and musically ï this is 
also in part due to new band members.  
   Not that you asked, but I guess my 

most favorite song in this album (which is also 

my favorite album) is the well -known 10 -minute 
song entitled ñDeathbed.ò Besides enduring to 
all my compliments on this song, I also wish to 
point out exactly how Relient Kôs outreach 
through music happens. Now this song wasnôt 
originally included in the album, but was actu-

ally released as a standalone. Maybe it had to do 
with the fact that the song is ridiculously (and 
awesomely) long or that it was too good to be 

true. Either way, this song is a good enough rea-
son to go buy this album this instant. Let me 
give you a small sample of the lyrics:

  This song actually tells a tale of a man 
who grew up during World War II. He gets ad-

dicted to drugs and drinking, and eventually 
lives out a life that is pretty much messed up. 
The man gets married, only to find himself di-

vorced and in the verge death due to lung can-
cer. Then he encounters Jesus and is saved in 
his deathbed, hence the song named 

ñDeathbed.ò Now the first time I listened to this 
song seriously , I was very moved by the power-
ful lyrics and had a cry in my heart to wanna 
praise God for saving me. Yeah, one song is that 
powerful.
