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Hey guys! As the weather gets 
colder and the nights get 
longer (not to mention that 
ever present threat of swine 

flueé) the all around feeling 
one gets these days is gloomy. 
So, to spice things up, I de-
cided to include a recipe on 
how to make apple cider 
donuts. These were a definite 
favorite for me and my brother 

when we would go apple pick-
ing as children so I hope you 
like them too!  

 
Disclaimer: These doughnuts 

are best eaten the same day 

they are made.  

 

MAKE AHEAD: The dough 
needs about 2 hours total to 

rise (twice).  
 
Makes eight to ten 3 - inch 
doughnuts  
 
Ingredients:  

¶ 1/2 cup apple cider, 1/4 

cup of it warmed to about 110 

degrees  

¶ 2 1/4 teaspoons (1 small 

packet) active dry yeast  

¶ 3 1/4 cups flour, plus more 

for dusting the work surface  

¶ 3/4 cup whole or 2 -percent 

milk, at room temperature  

¶ 4 tablespoons (1/2 stick) 

unsalted butter, at room tem-
perature  

¶ 3 large egg yolks  

¶ 2 tablespoons plus 2 cups 

sugar  

¶ 1 teaspoon salt  

¶ Canola oil, for greasing the 

proofing bowl and for frying  

¶ 2 tablespoons ground cin-

namon  

 
Directions:  

Place the 1/4 cup of warm ci-

der in the bowl of a stand 
mixer fitted with a dough hook. 

Sprinkle the yeast on the sur-

face of the cider and let stand 

for about 5 minutes, until 
foamy.  

Add the flour, the remaining 
1/4 cup of cider, milk, butter, 

egg yolks, the 2 tablespoons of 
sugar and the salt. Beat on the 
lowest speed until the flour is 

incorporated, then increase the 
speed to medium and beat for 
about 5 minutes to form a soft, 
elastic dough that creates a 

ball around the dough hook.  

(Alternatively, you can mix the 
dough by hand with a wooden 

spoon until it forms a wet, 
sloppy mass. Oil your hands 
and give the dough a few turns 
using the heel of your palm 
against the edge of the bowl.)  

Use a little of the oil to lightly 
grease the inside of a large 
bowl and place the dough in 
the bowl. Cover with a clean 
dish towel and place in a warm 

spot. Let the dough rise for 
about 1 1/2 hours, until it has 
doubled in bulk.  

Flour a clean work surface. 
Line a baking sheet with parch-
ment paper and have a wire 
rack ready. Heat enough oil to 
fill about 3 inches in a large, 
heavy -bottomed pot over high 

heat.  

Punch down the dough; it will 
be sticky. Place the dough on 
the floured surface, then roll it 

out to a thickness of 1/2 - inch, 
adding flour as needed to keep 
the dough workable. Use a 3 -
inch doughnut cutter or two 
cookie cutters, in 3 - inch and 
1/2 - inch sizes, to create 8 to 
10 doughnuts. Do not reroll the 

dough; because it is leavened, 
it needs the rising action for  

structure. Rerolling will flatten 

the lift you've achieved. Save 

any scraps for frying.  

Place the doughnuts on the 
prepared baking sheet. Cover 
with the clean towel and let the 
doughnuts and any scraps of 
dough rise for 15 to 30 min-
utes, until well puffed (they do 

not need to double in bulk).  

Combine the remaining 2 cups 
of sugar and the cinnamon in a 

medium bowl.  

Once the oil reaches 325 de-
grees, begin frying the raised 
doughnuts in batches of 2 or 3 

at a time. Fry for 2 to 3 min-
utes on the first side until 
golden brown, then use tongs 
or long metal skewers to turn 
the doughnuts and fry on the 
second side for 2 to 3 minutes 

until golden brown.  

Use a skimmer or skewer to 
transfer one doughnut at a 
time to the bowl of cinnamon 

sugar; immediately turn as 
needed to coat evenly on all 
sides. Transfer to the wire rack 
and repeat with the remaining 
raised doughnuts and any left-
over scraps of risen dough. 

Serve warm or at room tem-
perature, preferably soon.

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Book Review:  
The Monkey & 

The fish

Recently for Sunday school the 
11 th  and 12 th  grade class read 
and discussed excerpts from a 
book called The Monkey and 
the Fish : Liquid Leadership for 

a Third -Culture Church  by 
Dave Gibbons.  The back cover 

describes the book as ñLooking 
at the global shifts rocking all 
of us, Dave Gibbons offers a 
third -culture way to being the 
church.  Gibbons offers crea-

tive applications that can help 
any church of any kind any-
where make a difference in the 
world.  The Monkey and the 
Fish  will help you live out your 
mission in a bold, revolutionary 
way.ò 

 
Gibbonôs focuses his book on 

the idea of a third -culture 
church, a term he borrowed 
from missionary families who 
struggled with the combining 
of their home cultures with the 

cultures of those they were 
ministering too.  Hence, Gib-
bonôs definition of a third-
culture church was born: ñThird 
culture is the mindset and will 
to love, learn, and serve in any 

culture, even in the midst of 
pain and discomfort.ò  Gibbonôs 
premise is that the church is 
called to be cross cultural, to 

minister to people across the 
barriers and lines that divide.  
This includes ethnic bounda-

ries, social boundaries, and 
economic boundaries.  In order 
to do that effectively in a 
changing world, the church 
must become a Third -Culture 

church, adopting new forms 
and strategies to minister, 

even as the message, the good 
news of Jesus, remains the 
same.  
 
Having now read this book 

through several times in my 
preparation for Sunday school 
(both youth group and college/
career group) I have been 
challenged by much of what 
Gibbonôs has to say.  The thing 
that stuck out most to me is 

Gibbonôs chapter entitled 
ñNeighbor.ò  In it, he poses the 

question that the religious ex-
pert asks Jesus, ñWho is my 
neighbor?ò  Over the course of 
the chapter, Gibbons points out 
the common misconception 

that our neighbors are people 
who are just like us but donôt 
know Jesus.  If I am a high 
school student, my neighbors 
are my friends who donôt know 
Christ.  Gibbonôs believes that 

in the parable of the Good Sa-
maritan, the neighbor, a Sa-
maritan man, was completely 
different from the Jewish vic-

tim.  Samaritans and Jews did 
not get along, and the Jews 
considered Samaritans to be 

second class citizens.  Jesus 
was telling his Jewish audience 
that their neighbors were peo-
ple that were radically different 
from them.  For Gibbonôs this 

means that our neighbors 
arenôt our friends who are just 

like us, but rather, those who 
are marginalized and not like 
us.  This makes sense on so 
many levels.  It means loving 
not only our Christian friends 

but our friends who donôt know 
Jesus by introducing them to 
Him.  It means loving not only 
the people we are comfortable 
with but also those who are 
ethnically or socially different 
from us.  

 
I would highly recommend this 

book for anyone asking the 
question ñHow can I proclaim 
the good news of Jesus to the 
world?ò  It offers insight into 
the changing scope of cross 

cultural ministry that is deeply 
rooted in the word of God.  The 
biggest challenge is not read-
ing the book but putting into 
practice everything that you 
learn from it.

Relient K is an American Christian pop rock/
punk band thatôs probably familiar to us 
WCACôcies.
